a) American Legion Club License (Councilman Whitter) Councilman Whitter reported that Laws and Ordinances met and all have agreed to approve the request for a Club License to the American Legion. An Ordinance will be prepared for May 16. Fire Inspection Fees need to be amended. Building Department Fees is a work in progress, hopefully this will be completed by summer.
b) Parking Meters, Etc. (Councilman Hawkins) - Councilman Hawkins reviewed the recommendations of the Economic Development Committee. Councilman Hawkins would like this to go to the new Economic Development Committee and Laws and Ordinances. Council President Raucci inquired about the installation of meters after a lot is completed. Mr. Terhune stated it would not be a problem. Councilman Knott asked about the tire marking by the Special Officers. Mr. Terhune explained the process is somewhat flawed because if a merchant sees his tires being marke, he will move the car a few spots down.
c) Naming Rights of Parks (Councilman De Simone) - Councilman De Simone asked if the members of the Governing Body reviewed the proposal from Recreation. Councilman Hawkins had some issues he wanted to discuss. After a discussion by the Governing Body, Councilman Hawkins stated he thought that the ad-hoc committee of the Governing Body was going to prepare a criteria as well as recreation for the Council to review. Councilman Hawkins would like to have the Borough Attorney delineate the responsibilities of the Mayor and Council and the Recreation Commission. Members of the Council discussed various issues.
