The applicant is proposing the construction of a three story office building where he will move his business Direct Meds which is currently located at 322 Grand Avenue.  Hours of operation will be between 9:00 am and 6:00 pm. The size of the property is 150 x 152. The property is in the A3 residential zone.

Mr. Pulice was sworn in and gave testimony. Among the variances that they are seeking are a height variance, building coverage, driveway width and a use variance.  Marked as evidence were:

A1-revised site plan   architectural plans, site plan including basement and lighting

A2- photo Board
Mr. Pulice displayed a colorized version of the plans for visual enhancement. 

Mr. Pulice testified that the proposed site is on Grand Avenue, which is a state highway.  The applicant is proposing 25 parking spaces on the first floor. The building will have a basement and an elevator. The grade level of the lobby will be 264 feet deep.  The exterior of the building will be heavily landscaped. 
With regard to parking, the building will have 5-6 designated visitor parking spaces as well as a handicapped spot. Deliveries are made via small UPS trucks. Mr. Pulice designed the building to be energy efficient, sustainable, and with solar energy.
The Board questioned Mr. Pulice.  It was determined that the applicant will need a sign variance.
