All paperwork submitted by the applicant was deemed complete. 

Mr. Edgar was sworn in and gave testimony. The applicant is seeking a variance to install a 6 foot high fence along Fort Lee Road on the side yard of his property. He testified that he is looking for privacy. He further testified that the property was in serious disrepair and very messy and uneven. He needed to level it off.

The Board made numerous suggestions to the applicant including planting a living barrier along the property line or the installation of a wrought iron fence instead of a solid fence. The applicant stated that he will install Arborvitae along the property line where the condominiums are. The meeting was open to the public. No one came forward.
