PB15-22 – George Beck, Jr. – for the property located at 311 Moore Avenue, Block 1609, Lot 27 in the A-3 Single-Family Zone.  Applicant proposes a second-floor addition over the existing structure footprint plus a 2 & 1/2 story addition to the Broad Avenue side of the structure; property is a corner lot at Broad and Moore Avenues. Variances required for side-yard setback and for the front-yard setback to Moore Avenue.  Plans prepared by and the applicant is represented by Pulice/Williams Architects. PB16-01 – Kulite Semiconductor – for property located at 1 Willow Tree Road – Block 801 Lot 2 – LI Zone. Applicant seeks variance from Chapter 290 Sections 26(b) and 26(g) as the new nitrogen tank is 12 feet from side yard property line and evaporator tanks are 13.5 feet from side yard property line; 25 feet required. Application for Change of Use/Occupancy to expand the existing restaurant into the adjacent office area. Plans prepared and submitted by Gary Chartoff, AIA, from Ridgefield, N.J. Memorialize Resolution.
