5. WAIVE READING OF THE MINUTES

6. OLD BUSINESS – Chris and Giselle Beck – 4 Palmer Place – Block 1610 Lot #15 – Applicant proposes a front and rear addition in a A-3 Residential Zone. The application is on a corner lot at the intersection of Oakdene Avenue and Palmer Place. Consequently, there are (2) front yard setbacks that require a variance from the 25 feet required in a A-3 Zone. Additionally, there are pre-existing non-conforming side and rear yard setbacks. The proposed elevated patio in the rear of the structure exceeds the maximum building coverage permitted of 25% where 26.3% is proposed. Plans prepared by Pulice-Williams Architects.  Since the February meeting the majority of the existing structure has been demolished; Planning Board Attorney to comment and advise. 

PB15-01 – Andrea Rocha – 446 Grand Avenue – Block 503 Lot #17 – Applicant proposes to construct a 6-Unit residential structure in a “B” Multi-family Zone. There are a total of six (6) variances required including lot size; building coverage; impervious coverage; side yard setback; combined side yard setbacks; and rear yard setback. Plans prepared by MAX Architecture and engineering plans prepared by Optimized Engineering Associates. The applicant is represented by Ms. Kathryn L. Walsh, Esq. Revised Plans for an 8-Unit residential structure submitted on March 16, 2015; applicant is  requesting a total of seven (7) variances and matter continued to April 22, 2015 Meeting without re-advertisement. 



600 Grand Avenue – Matter added to the Agenda at the request of Vice Chairman Richard Stenken to discuss the premises being used as a professional office without the required variances. 


7. NEW BUSINESS – APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED:

PB15-06 – Christopher and Lisa Cullen – 499 Park Avenue – Block 1307 Lot 3 – Applicants propose a second-story addition over an existing dwelling in a A-3 Single Family Zone. This is a corner lot at the intersection of Park Avenue with Howard Terrace. The current front yard setbacks are 15.61’ to Park Avenue and 14.74’ to Howard Terrace. The Code requires 25’ on both sides of the structure because this is a corner lot. The proposed second-story addition over the existing structure increases the pre-existing, non-conformity of the front yard setback (15.62’) to Park Avenue. Plans prepared and applicant represented by Mr. Gary Chartoff, AIA, Ridgefield, N.J.

PB15-05 – Kaya Restaurant -  448-450 Broad Avenue – Block 509  Lot #5 – Applicant Jong H. Song have submitted an application for a Change of Occupancy for a restaurant with (72) seats to be operated in a D Business Zone where a restaurant presently exists. There are no changes to the existing restaurant; total of (72) seats.

PB15-02 – Kulite Semiconductor Products, Inc. 1 Willow Tree Road – Block 801 – Lot #2 
Applicant has applied for Site Plan Approval in a LI (Light Industrial Zone) to expand the number of parking spaces in the existing parking area to the north of the structure located at 1 Willow Tree Road. The applicant requests relief from the size of each parking stall being the required 200 sq. ft. with 144 sq. ft. being proposed. Additionally, relief is being sought from the requirement of no off-street parking being closer than 30 feet from the Right–of–way line. Drawings prepared by Mr. Craig W. Stires, P.E. and applicant represented by Mr. Francis X. Regan, Esq. Memorialize Resolution.
