NEW BUSINESS – Zoning Officer Daniel Melfi will present an issue as it applies to Borough Code 290-47 that requires walls and fences in front yards to be no more than four (4) feet in height and be no more than 50% solid. A copy of the section is included in the packets. At issue is a retaining wall constructed of pavers or concrete blocks in a front yard cannot be 50% solid given the nature of the materials used.
