New Business:
File#2015-19 MSN Services LLC,  180 Fort Lee Road

Applicant proposes a four (4) family residential dwelling in two (2) units of two families each.

The following board members recused themselves: Chairman Chace, Councilman Minichiello and Mayor DeSimone

Vice Chairman Stenken steps up to chair the meeting

Kevin Conway, attorney for the applicant addressed the board.  He stated that the proposed building will be Leeds compliant. The existing curb cut will be widened and a five foot landscaping buffer will be planted along the eastern property line.  A retaining wall will also be there. He Called Peter Pulice to be sworn in and give testimony as the architect for the property. Marked as evidence were the following:
A1-Sp 1 dated 9/3/15 full set of plans starting with SP1

The site is currently empty. Mr. Pulice testified that the proposed design affords pockets of landscaping and that they will be using various materials. Two pads will be used for guest parking. Units A & B will have a patio about the parking site. This gives the homeowners two off street parking spaces. The building is designed to face the eastern light. Pavers will denote the main entrances. Fort Lee Road will have a garden wall. Low level LED lighting will be used. The owners will be able to enter their garages and enter their dwelling from the garage area. There will be one handicapped parking space available.
Marked was D2-First floor above grade open plan design showing living room and dining room
D3-Bedroom level showing master bedroom situated to the east for morning light. The bedrooms also showed a sitting area, ample bath and walk in closet. On the same floor are two more bedrooms and a full bath. The owners will step down to a roof terrace where there will be a roof garden and a green roof.

The meeting was open to the public to question Mr. Pulice. No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting to question Mr. Pulice was then closed.

Mr. Pulice then gave testimony as the planner for the applicant. Marked as evidence was the following:
