New Business Application:

File#2011-11 Leonia Market, 315 Broad Avenue

The applicant is seeking a Change of Occupancy. Russell F. Guba, Attorney for the applicant, addressed the Board. He called Richard Park the applicant to be sworn in and give testimony.  Mr. Park agreed to comply with the requests from the Health Department memo. 
Mr. Park testified that the business will be will be a community market similar to two other markets that he owns with his family. He will be redesigning the store so that it has better appeal. They will be open seven days a week. The hours of operation will be between 8:00 am and 9:00 pm. Sunday will be between 9:00 am and 7:00 pm. They will employ 12 -15 employees full time and 6-8 part-time. Mr. Park was informed that all employees must park in the Municipal Lot. It was requested that he submit a list of all drivers in order for them to get permits. 
Mr. Park will provide a list of energy saving equipment that he will be using.  He will also provide a list of green elements. 
A color rendering of the facade was presented to the Board and the public for viewing.  

Mr. Park testified that he will provide a delivery service for people shopping at the store. He further testified that wine and beer will not be sold at this time.  

The Board requested that the applicant provide a model of the shopping carts they plan to use for their customers. They were also instructed to collect all carts outside.  The Board also requested that all deliveries be made after 9:30 and before 2:30 pm.
Peter Pulice, Architect for the applicant was sworn in and gave testimony. Outdoor lighting was discussed. The store will be designed in such a way that shelving will not be placed against the window and not be more than 48” in height.  All new rooftop equipment will be screened. 

The meeting was open to the public. The following person came forward: 

John Genese 320 Westview Avenue, Mr. Genese welcomed Mr. Park to Leonia.

Mr. Russell and the Board discussed that the Mayor and Council must review and adopt Ordinance No. 15-10, an Ordinance to Adopt Sustainable Standards for the Construction of New Commercial Buildings in the Borough of Leonia.
Jack Peters reported that Kulite Semi Conductors had an unauthorized machine shop up and running. They also had propane tanks in the building. There was a small fire in the building and the employees were evacuated. 

Attorney Alampi and Mr. Pacicco left the meeting at 8:40 pm.

Board Engineer Robert Costa gave the Board an update on A G Bethel Church. They have ninety days to complete their requirements.  They have a CO but they still have done nothing with the parking lot. 
Mr. Costa also reported that JOP brothers are requesting their Developer’s Agreement.

Mayor Heveran reported that a fourth grader at the Anna C Scott School wrote a letter to Mr. Lee from Fort Lee Green opposing the “tall” buildings proposed on Fort Lee Road. The letter was returned and the school is seeking an address for Mr. Lee. It was decided that the student’s teacher will be contacted and the letter will be forwarded to the Fort Lee Board of Adjustment.
The Leonia Shade Tree Commission approved a landscaping plan for 150 Grand Avenue.  Mr. Costa did not receive a copy of the plan from them. Laura Schuster will send him a copy.
