Ronald Mondello, attorney for the applicant addressed the Board. All of the applicant’s paperwork was deemed complete by Attorney Alampi. Hyunkuk  Do, the applicant was sworn in and gave testimony. He stated that he would like to open a café. The menu will include coffee, espresso, organic teas, soda, smoothies and German sausage. Breakfast and lunch will be served. Hours of operation will be Monday through Saturday 7:00 am until 9: 00 pm and Sunday from 8:00 am until 8:00 pm.
The applicant was notified that they must not park in the Borough Hall parking lot. They will need to purchase parking spaces for themselves. The café will hold 22 seats and they will be renovating the bathroom to make it handicap accessible.
