Richard Abrahamsen, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board.

Peter Pulice, Architect for the applicant addressed the Board. Prior to the meeting, revised plans were sent to the Board. Marked as evidence was A-3 dated 5/9/11.

Mr. Pulice stated that the applicant addressed the Board’s concerns about landscaping by adding more greenery to the property. They proposed a buffer between the buildings and on the corner proposed a raised bed of Junipers on the north side of the property. The Southwest area will also now have a small planting area. 

A series of planter boxes (10) will be placed around the building. Pavers will be added to the rear of the property. Marked as A-7 was a material Board showing the project materials. The applicant is proposing an acrylic epoxy stucco finish for the top portion and side of building. The horizontal banding will be in blue metal.  The front of the building will be softened with seasonal flowers in planters. The signage is reduced and the phone number will not be on the signage. A climbing trellis with green foliage will also be installed. The meeting was opened to the public to question Mr. Pulice. No one came forward. The public portion of the meeting was then closed.  The Board questioned Mr. Pulice. There was a Board discussion. They agreed to a resolution of compliance for this application.
