File#2014-1 David Kessler and Lauren Peccoralo 125 Van Orden Avenue
Peter Pulice, architect for the applicant was sworn in. Also sworn in were David Kessler and Lauren Peccoralo, the applicants.
The applicants are seeking approval for an addition to both the front and side of an existing home. A bulk variance is required for a side yard setback and for excess lot coverage. They also need a right side variance.

The proposed addition will be to the east side of the house. The addition will include a front porch area, a rear deck, a new a/c system, landscaping and paving.  They are proposing a mudroom and eat in kitchen.
Marked as evidence was A2-colorized version showing existing and proposed first floor plans

Mr. Pulice testified that the garage is too small. If you pull a car into the garage you cannot open the car door.  The proposal includes a two car garage.  The existing deck is in disrepair.  Mr. Pulice stated that although the attic will be heated, ventilated and air conditioned it will be used only for storage.
